that the fear was maintained, with the

This persistent fear 

made Kamsa constantly remember the 

Lord, and finally attain His Lotus Feet. 

Similar was the case with Shishupala, 

where the Lord kindled his hatred for 

Him so much that Shishupala could 

never forget Krishna even for a mo-

ment, just like the Gopis could never 

forget Krishna out of their love for Him. 

It is not surprising when Bhagavan 

showers his grace on His devotees, but 

is it not amazing when He shows limit-

less compassion for even those who 

hate Him or wish to harm Him? 

Our entire world is but testimony to the 

fact that the Lord is full of mercy and 

kindness. These qualities of His are evi-

dent even in the karmic cycle of births 

and deaths. Should we not be thankful 

that we do not immediately face the 

consequences of the hundreds of sins 

that we commit on a daily basis? If that 

were the case, we would all be com-

pletely crippled and organ-less!

Prayers performed with 

Nama sankirtan, and specifically the 

Mahamantra, are extraordinarily 

powerful. The experiences of devo-

tees all over the world, who perform 

prayers with Mahamantra Sankirtan, 

are a standing testimonial to the po-

tency of the Divine Name. 

�i �� Even a single repetition of the Divine 

Name obliterates all our sins, as 

proved time and again in the chari-
tras of saints like Sri Bhagavan Nama 

Bodendra Swamigal. 

�i �� Finally, Nama sankirtan is the easiest 

way to obtain the Grace of the Lord. 

While mental repetition of the Divine 

Names leads to the good of the individual, 

chanting the Divine Names out loud puri-

fies the singer, the listener and the very 

place where the chanting is done.
